Finding Yourself in the Classroom – Sample for teacher

In this lesson, students will be asked to locate themselves near certain items or at specific locations in their classroom using instructions based on N, S, E, W, NW, NE, SW, and SE directions.  This will give students practice and let the teacher know if students know their directions.  The teacher needs to write up directions that fit her/his classroom, or may copy the diagram below and have students mark locations based on directions they are given.  The activity may be done as a pre-assessment, an introduction, or a review.

Here is a drawing of a hypothetical classroom:
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Instructions:


Students will work in groups of four.


Each student will receive a slip of paper with directions telling her/him where to place herself/himself in the room.


EXAMPLE DIRECTIONS:


Go to the waste can in the southwest corner of the classroom and stand to its north.


Go to the northeast doorway in the classroom and face west.


Place yourself looking out of the northwest window.


Stand at the southeast corner of the teacher’s desk and face north.


Stand between the easternmost student tables.


The group placing themselves correctly as quickly as possible will receive points or some other reward.
